As you are aware, Mrs Beattie has been absent for a number of months. We are pleased to say

that she will begin her return to work from Monday 17 June. Due to the length of her absence, she
will be phased back gradually over the next three weeks and will work alongside Holly’s cover
teacher.

Morning Drop Off

We would like to trial a new system for dropping children off in a morning. From Monday 2 July,
we will open the doors at 8.30am. Teachers will be in their classes from 8.30am with Teaching
Assistants monitoring the doors. Children can be sent into school from 8.30am and won’t need to
wait on the yard to line up at 8.45am. You will be able to hand your child over to staff on the doors
and your child will then make their way to their classroom. We still expect all children to be at
school by 8.45am as usual and doors will close at 8.50am as usual.

Why are we trialling this?

Several schools are already using this system. By allowing this staggered entry and drop off, we
hope to avoid overcrowding in the cloakroom areas by providing a calmer start to the day. Other
benefits are that parents needing to get to work or other appointments can drop children off from
8.30am. We also hope to alleviate some issues relating to parking. This system will remain on
trial until we break up when a decision will be made for September.
