Description and location of facility, feature, activity or equipment: see planning opposite

Benefits: Children will learn how to cope in different weathers, learn systems to help them to dress and undress, learn team work and co-operation, build stamina and resilience, understand all members of a team have relevant and valid ideas, start to build and awareness of risks and how to positively manage them.

Risks: exposed to challenging weather conditions, walking to new sites along roads and explore woodland, trips and slips, exposure to organic material, behavioural expectations may not be embraced, large group having to co-operate together, climbing and building.
