Description and location of facility, feature, activity or equipment: see planning opposite

Risks: exposed to challenging weather conditions, walking to new sites along roads and explore woodland, trips and slips on uneven ground, exposure to organic material, bites and stings from wasps/bees and nettles, allergies or children’s existing conditions, behavioural expectations may not be embraced, large group having to co-operate together, promoting physical development and awareness of the differences in surroundings. 
Benefits: Children will learn how to cope in different weathers, learn team work and co-operation, build stamina and resilience, understand all members of a team have relevant and valid ideas, start to build and awareness of risks and how to positively manage them. Encourage children to be self-aware and support their peers. Opportunity to study how different insects move around. Display positive approach to insects rather than being frightened of them. Promote knowledge and independence in identifying and avoiding allergens.
Any other factors to be taken into consideration: Children with additional needs may find negotiating tasks a difficult concept to understand, not always getting the outcome they would like 

Action taken: Children to partake in Forest School sessions. Will be done at a slow pace in conjunction with TA to support development. Discussions with class teacher to build on indoor learning
